Things to consider:

Richard Miles has promised the neighborhood $2000 for the Park/Common area for more development.
The council members have researched different avenues to consider in developing the park and due to costs and liabilities involved it will not be feasible to develop any type of playground/swings in the Park/Common area.  It was agreed upon by the council members and the neighbors present at the homeowners meeting that the money that Richard Miles has allotted us will be used to plant trees and to landscape the Park/Common area.  We apologize to the neighbors that this is not what many were told would happen but, once again due to costs and liabilities involved in maintaining of this area it will not be feasible to the homeowners at this time.

We would also like to remind everyone about their lawns.  There has recently been an ordinance passed in the city of Mount Washington in which it states that your grass can be no higher than 12 inches.  The association will no longer be sending any friendly reminder notices in regards to your lawn being mowed.  We will call the city and you will be cited by the city and possibly fined by the city.
