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Meeting Minutes from Bethel Branch’s Homeowners Association Annual Meeting held on June 5, 2007 at Bethel United Methodist Church.
April Williams opened the floor at 07:05pm. 
· First agenda item addressed was open positions on the board.  At the present time all four positions are open.  The Treasurer position has remained vacant since Mechelle’s departure.  April will be moving soon and Frank and Angela have other personal issues that are not allowing them to contribute their full attention to the neighborhood.  If you feel you could contribute to the neighborhood please nominate yourself.  
                  Complaining does not create change, contributing creates change.  

· Second agenda item was the painting of the black fence.  Everyone in the meeting was in agreement that the fence should be painted professionally.  If the Homeowners Association can collect the remaining amount of dues owed for 2006 we could contribute that money to paying for the painting of the black fence.  The Homeowners Association is looking into estimates for the painting.
· Third agenda item was block watch signs.  These have to be ordered from a vendor.  We have found a vendor and one the neighbor’s graciously agreed to take care of getting these signs for us.  Thank you! 

· Fourth agenda item was 2007 dues.  The Association has opted to lower the dues to $70.00 a year.  If you would like to know what your $70.00 will help cover please review the proposed budget attached. The budget lists all the proposed expenses for 2007 and includes an excess charge of 10%.  The excess is for any incidentals that may occur.  

· Fifth agenda item was 2006 dues.  We still have 4 homes that have not paid 2005 dues and 42 homes that have not paid 2006.  The list of delinquent homeowners is attached.  If you see your neighbor listed please speak to them about the importance of paying homeowner dues.  These dues go to improving upon our neighborhood and as well as everyone’s property value!  We have cried wolf about putting liens on homes of the delinquent in the past but we will putting liens on homes if all dues are not paid by August 31, 2007.  Arrangements for payment can be made but you must contact one of the current board members.

We have a few neighbors’ we would like to recognize.  Melissa Pike for volunteering to pass out notices for the neighborhood.  Thank you so much, this has saved the neighborhood a tremendous amount of money in stamps!  We would also like to thank McKenzie Bleemel and Bobbie Chesser for arranging the yard sale.  The yard sale looked as if it was a success!  We hope to continue to try and have it every year in early June so mark your calendars and get your things together for next year! We would also like to thank Chris McMillan for watering the trees in the common area.  With the dry spell were having it is much appreciated that he is looking out for our new trees!    

A few concerns were brought up at the meeting
1. Barking dogs, there is a bi-law that states that no outside dogs are allowed.  We have not pushed this bi-law but we do want everyone to be aware of this.  If your dog is barking after 10:00pm the police can be contacted and they will instruct you to put your dog up.  We do not want to enforce this bi-law so please help control the barking.  

2. Dog waste, If you are walking your dog please pick up its waste, this is just common courtesy.  
3. We have a few homes that have been repossessed in the neighborhood and these lawns will need to be cut.  If you can volunteer to mow these lawns please send the council an email so we can notify you when these lawns need to be mowed.

4. The large common area, it was suggested that the common area be deeded to the homeowners that line the common area.  Richard Miles has agreed but details must be discussed with the Homeowners.  We will be having a special meeting to discuss this.  We will also have to have a neighborhood vote on whether or not we all agree that the common areas should be given to the homeowners that line the common area.  Votes will only be taken at the meeting so you must be in attendance (If you are not current on your 2006 dues your vote will not count). We will notify you once the meeting has been arranged.
5. Our grass vendor, we are aware that the neighborhood is not being mowed as consistently as we would like.  We have been in contact with the vendor and we are working out the problems we are having and are in hopes we will have no other problems.

6. The paving of the roads, the council was told that the roads would not be repaved until the new subdivision was completed (The new subdivision will not be part of Bethel Branch; they will have their own Homeowners Association). If you are concerned about getting the roads paved in the neighborhood please contact your city council members.  Maybe if enough neighbors voice their concern our neighborhood roads will be the attention it greatly needs.
This years meeting was productive and we appreciated everyone’s comments and suggestions.  We wish the new council members luck and hope for nothing but wonderful things for our neighborhood.  We all feel that this has been valuable life experience and appreciated the opportunity to serve on the board.  We know that the new council members will be nothing but successful!
